The Ford Mustang Mach-E Standard Range RWD (2020) is an all-electric rear-wheel drive SUV. It came out
in 2020. Ford stopped making the Standard Range RWD (2020) in 2022 and replaced it with the Ford
Mustang Mach-E Standard Range RWD (2022). You can still find Ford Mustang Mach-E Standard Range
RWD (2020) on the used car market, with prices starting around $20,900.

The Ford Mustang Mach-E Standard Range RWD (2020) has a 75.7 kWh battery pack, allowing it to travel
up to 231 mi on a single charge. The car has an average efficiency of 29.4 kWh per 100 miles (or 294
Wh/mile) — ranked N2379 out of 667 electric vehicles.

How powerful is it? How fast does it accelerate?

The Ford Mustang Mach-E Standard Range RWD (2020) can accelerate from 0 to 60 mph in 5.8 seconds
(ranked N2296 out of 667 electric vehicles) and reach a top speed of 111 mph.

The car’s powertrain delivers up to 190 kW (255 hp) of power and 306 Ib-ft of torque.

What charging options are available? How long does it take to
chargeit?

The Ford Mustang Mach-E Standard Range RWD (2020) in the USA is equipped with a CCS Type 1
charging port. You can charge it conveniently at home using a standard outlet, or utilize any public AC
charging station with the appropriate cable. However, the car's built-in charger (inverter) limits the
maximum AC charging speed to 11 kW, which translates to roughly 34 miles of range added per hour.
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For faster charging, use DC fast-charging stations. The Ford Mustang Mach-E Standard Range RWD
(2020) supports a maximum DC charging rate of 115 kW, but it's important to note that battery
temperature and current charge level can affect the actual charging speed you'll experience.
